IV. 17/18th Centuries 

	1. Metaphysical poetry
	Intellectual verse filled with complex, elaborate, and striking comparing using metaphors and conceit. Topics are usually spiritual and transcend the natural world.

	2.Cavalier poetry
	Poetry that is light in style, and generally secular in subject, with a “carpe diem” theme

	3.Prose
	Writing that resembles everyday speech, lacking formal structure of meter and rhyme that is found in poetry  

	4.Metaphysical conceit
	An elaborate metaphor accompanying different ideas, images, or objects 

	5.Sonnet
	A poem of 14 lines that follows a strict rhyme scheme and specific structure

	6.Mock epic
	Satires or parodies that exaggerate common classical stereotypes of heroes and heroic literature to the point that they become absurd

	7.IambicTetrameter 
	Meter in poetry; refers to a line consisting of four iambic feet. 

	8.Epigraph
	A phrase, quotation, or poem that is set at the beginning of a document or component; serves as the preface to larger work of literature

	9.Epigram
	Short poem in which brevity, clarity and permanence are emphasized

	10.Figurative language
	Language not meant to be taken literally in order to create 

	11. Paradox
	A statement that seems to be contradictory but actually presents the truth 

	12.Parallelism
	Repetition of words, phrases, or clauses with similar grammatical structure or meaning

	13.Dramatic irony
	The device of giving the reader information that at least one character in the narrative is unaware of 

	14.Epic similes 
	An extended simile elaborated in great detail

	15.Blank Verse
	A type of poetry, distinguished by having a regular meter, but no rhyme

	16.Carpe Diem
	Latin for “Seize the Day”; emphasizes the fleeting, fragile nature of human existence 

	17. Enlightenment
	A philosophical movement of the 18th century that emphasized the use of reason to scrutinize previously accepted doctrines and traditions and that brought about many humanitarian reforms.
